
New fire station 
 

The Calgary Fire Department urgently 

needs to build a new No. 5 Fire Station 

in South Calgary to meet service 

demands created by increasing 

population density, changing 

demographics, and current response-time 

and deployment standards. The existing 

No. 5 Fire Station, constructed in 1952, 

is small by modern standards with two 

narrow vehicle bays, no room for a 

ladder (aerial) truck and no Alberta 

Health Services (AHS) presence.  

 

Fire Department plans call for a three-

bay station at the corner of 14th Street 

and 30th Avenue S.W. to accommodate a 

fire engine and aerial for fighting fires in 

taller structures. AHS has indicated that 

it wants to locate an ambulance in the 

new hall to provide better emergency 

medical service to surrounding 

communities. 

 

Currently, resources from Stations No. 1, 

2, 8, 11 and 20 are helping serve No. 5ôs 

coverage area. This is drawing upon 

resources needed in other communities.   

 

Once a new station is erected, the old 

one will be torn down to reduce the 

overall footprint of the development. The 

previous site will be used for fire hall 

landscaped and parking areas. Because 

the existing station is the Calgary Fire 

Departmentôs oldest active station, some 

elements of the existing hall will be 

incorporated into the new development.  

 

Almost half of the Calgary Fire 

Departmentôs responses involve medical/

rescue calls. In the No. 5 station area, 

that type of call increased by 31.5 

percent from 2005 to 2008, an increase 

of more than 100 additional calls per 

year. Incidents overall increased 7.1 

percent from 2005 to 2008.
