Ms. Anderson reported that the balance in the Casino account was approximately $120,000 and the balance in the unrestricted account was approximately $30,000.

Ms. Anderson advised that the Society's 2007 return had been completed and that she had completed and filed the gaming financial report with the AGLC.

Ms. Jamieson reported that unfortunately the MRCA Station had been vandalized a few weeks ago.  Ms. Jamieson believed that the culprits gained access through the lower door, which automatically locks itself at 10 pm.  Discussion ensued as to how best to protect the Station facilities from future vandalism.  The Executive agreed to monitor the situation and review the matter in the fall.  It was agreed to provide members with the number to the keypad lock on the tennis courts.

Ms. Jamieson reported that the landscaping of the Station is going well.  Ms. Jamieson advised that a railing is needed for the back of the Station.  The Executive approved payment for the installation of the railing at the Station.

Ms. St. Germain reported that memberships continue to come in.  

Development Director:

Mr. Evans reported on the plans for the new development on the corner of 17th Avenue and 8th Street.  It will be a four-story building, the ground floor designated as retail space.

Mr. Evans will continue to seek out members of the community who are willing to volunteer their time and sit on the development committee with him.  The Executive members were asked to consider possible referrals to the committee.

Traffic Director:
Bob Weaver

Mr. Weaver reported that he is still continuing to press the City of Calgary to complete the promised traffic calming measures.  Mr. Weaver advised that he recently met with City representatives and they walked through the neighbourhood reviewing areas of concern.

Mr. Weaver advised that eighteen of the twenty-two items identified in the original traffic report prepared by the City have yet to be completed.  The City representative indicated that City was committed to completing the following measures:

· bollards at Premier and 10th Street and fix the cross walk markings

· speed bumps behind the school on 13th Street

· signage to restrict cross movement across 14 Street

· four way stops at the traffic circles on Royal Avenue

· no left turns on northbound 5th Avenue at Royal Avenue

· narrowing of 8th Street at Royal Avenue

However, no commitment was given to complete the landscaping of the island at Colborne Avenue.  The city representative advised Mr. Weaver that there would be no more closures until a further consultation process had been completed.  It remains unclear as to whether the work contemplated under Phases 2 and 3 of the original report will proceed.
